Eileen expects the project to serve over
500 refugees, largely from Burma and Somalla 600 seniors and homebound, and fifty homeless and
working poor. On December 24™ and 25", we will join to create and deliver sustaining winter baskets
of food, gifts and clothing, with warm hearts and kind words: shalom, salaam, Tikkun Olam.



Sought are: Eighty-five Wal Mart or Payless $20 Gift Cards in areas where recipients live, socks from
infant to adult size, new winter coats and jackets for children, teens and adults, winter boots for
children ages 5-11, lap blankets, hand-knit or store bought hats, scarves and mittens. For seniors, we
seek fancy soaps, playing cards, word puzzles, jams and jellies. Most importantly, we need eighty-five

Fall Membership Brunch Salutes Political Women

NCJW'’s fall membership brunch on October 18 featured a panel discussion of current and past Utah
legislators Sheryl Allen, Patrice Arent, Becky Edwards, Carol Spackman-Moss, and Fair Boundaries
representative Nikki Norton, with Laura Polacheck moderating. Approximately eighty attendees
listened to panelists discuss their role models, political mentors, issues they hoped to address in the
upcoming legislative session, and the citizen initiatives addressing redistricting and ethics reform. We
learned that Nikki Norton’s grandfather was a Tuskegee Airman, and one panelist's father registered



voters in Mississippi. Patrice spoke of her strong-willed and principled mother as an influence. The
legislators explained the difference between a referendum, which is the placing of an issue to be voted
upon by the public, for example, the school voucher proposal, and an initiative, which is a means by
which state citizens may propose changes to state law, such as establishing an independent ethics
commission. Each panelist spoke of how experienced women legislators helped guide their transition
into the state government. Representatives of Fair Boundaries, the Ethics reform initiative and SUWA
and the Land each spoke briefly and had petitions on hand for members’ signatures.

Gina Dalton announced raffle winners of cosmetics from Rodan + Fields (donated by NCJW past
president Lori Bush) and garden ornaments. Vivian Dowsett’s inventive and colorful table decorations
included such quotes as, “Well-behaved women rarely make history”, "Show me a woman who doesn’t
feel guilty and I'll show you a man,” and “Our struggle today is not to have a female Einstein get
appointed as an assistant professor.

NCJW National News

NCJW President Nancy Ratzan, in a year-end giving campaign letter, reminds us that if we can raise
$15,000, the Marlene Nathan Meyerson Family Foundation will match that amount, enabling NCJW to
continue its efforts to education, advocate, mobilize and achieve its goals.

In 2009, NCJW successfully worked to expand health care for children of the working poor, overturn
the global gag rule for international family planning, remove the ban on federal funding of embryonic
stem cell research, reverse wage discrimination against women, and fund key programs such as the
Violence Against Women Act and Family Violence Prevention and Services Act. Congress also
passed the Matthew Shepherd Hate Crimes Act. And now NCJW is working to address LGT
workplace fairness through the Employment Non-Discrimination Act (ENDA). Interestingly, the LDS
Church recently supported the Salt Lake City Council ordinance for an anti-discrimination standard
regarding employment and housing for the city.

There are threats in state ballot initiatives and state and local legislation to a women'’s right to abortion
and access to contraceptive services and to comprehensive sex education in our schools. We must
fight the erosion of civil liberties and preserve a balanced judiciary. We will fight for a health care
system that addresses the inequalities against women and working families. Right now, seven in ten
women are uninsured or underinsured, struggle to pay a medical bill or experience another cost-
related program in accessing needed care.
